Saturday, October 2 " from 9 a.m. to noon

On the evening of May 12", Kelly Lekien and Dan White, representatives from the
Office of the Public Guardian, Government of Alberta, presented to a large group of parents

and professionals on recent amendments to the Personal Directives Act
sweeping changes to the Adult Guardianship and Trusteeship Act

(PDA) and
(AGTA). The

presenters answered many questions from the audience while noting that their practical
experience with the revised Acts is still relatively new.
While the information session was well received, there was not enough time to
properly cover the significant changes to AGTA. PLAN Calgary apologizes for ‘short-
changing’ the audience on this information and in response, has organized a half-day
session focusing entirely on AGTA.

They are created around a specific person
and a specific situation. A network could centre on a senior who has suffered a stroke, so
that his caregivers and a larger circle of friends can be invited to support his desire for
greater independence. Or a network might centre on a young adult with an intellectual
disability, so that her friends & family can stay in touch & provide support, even if they live
far away.

Tyze is much more than a way to make appointments and track tasks. It's a place to
celebrate the contributions and achievements of the person at the centre of the network —
and a way they can stay connected to friends and loved ones. And for network members,
it's a chance to feel connected and effective in a whole new way.
